Lab 1: Creating a Storyboard

For this lab exercise, you will design the structure of your final project Web page (for example, a main page that connects to sub-pages). This exercise will help you organize your thoughts before beginning work on your final project (a Web site).

Take this opportunity to think about the topic you want to cover and how you want to do it. Think also about the different technologies we will be covering throughout this course so you might have an idea for how you will incorporate them into your site. 

Use your favorite drawing tool to create this design; the draw feature of Microsoft Word works well. Then, post this file in the CourseRoom. The drawings often look like a family tree.

Include a brief three- to four-sentence description of your final project topic idea.

Note that you do NOT have to use the Inspiration software to design your site's architecture, but you should write down its structure, either by hand or using a tool such as PowerPoint, Visio, or Word’s draw feature. Below, you will see an example of a concept map for Kelly Smart’s Web site.
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
