Course Project Description:
In Unit 1, you should start thinking about your course project. Your final project is an individualized project approved by and designed in consultation with your instructor. You will have the opportunity to share your draft project with your classmates in order to obtain feedback that will help you improve the final course project.

The project review paper:
Your final project is not finished when you have completed the Web site.  You must also develop a two- to three-page paper that will be turned in with the Web site.  The paper should describe the following:

· Why you were interested in developing this project with the specific topic you chose.

· What key items you learned through the development of this project.
· What key items were difficult for you and how you resolved the problems.

The paper should also include:
· Your storyboard (Unit 1 lab) and outline (Unit 2 lab).

· A reference section citing all the sources you used to complete your project (project sponsors if applicable, lab assistants, work colleagues, Web sites, books, tutorials, etc.).  Follow the School of Technology Writing Guidelines when developing your reference section. 
Having problems identifying a final project? 

Here are some potential project ideas! Note that you are free to provide the topic, goals, and plans for your project. These are only suggestions. Note that the project should synthesize the concepts in the class and demonstrate mastery of or further study in several concepts presented in the class. 

· Develop a business Web site, such as an online coffee shop. Indicate how you would accommodate it to your customers' needs. How would you determine these requirements? Generate a plan for its development including testing. Implement your plan. 

· Develop a Web site that demonstrates good principles of Web site design. Use resources from the class, from the Web, etc., to support your conjecture that your site is well designed (i.e., what navigation scheme was used and why, page layout, color selection, etc.). As in the previous topic, develop a plan for your site, and then implement that plan. 

· Develop a Web site that allows for significant user interaction and includes animation to enhance its appeal to the user. As part of the plan for this site, discuss your use of these features from the perspective of their appropriate support of the purposes of the site. Implement your plan and test your site. 
· Develop a Web site that also serves as a project within your professional career.  If you have confidentiality issues, speak with your instructor on how to work with these special situations.
Technical requirements of the project:

· Cascading style sheets.
· CGI form.
· JavaScript form validation.
· Proper interface design: format, navigation, colors, fonts, etc.
