1. Load the database that you previously created.
2. Create the proper relationships between the customer, order and item tables (covered in class).

3. For each problem below, create a query to produce the required results.  Then, view the SQL for that query and paste it into a word document.  In the word document, identify each query clearly to facilitate grading.

PROBLEM 1: Produce a listing of all customer names.

PROBLEM 2: Produce a listing of all states where customers live.

PROBLEM 3: Produce a listing containing Customer Number, Customer Name, Order Date, Expected Shipping Date and the difference between the two dates.
PROBLEM 4: Produce output that contains only the average of the quantity in the order table.

PROBLEM 5: For each item, show the item number and the total quantity shipped.
PROBLEM 6: List all items having a price greater than $100.00

PROBLEM 7: Build a query to display total sales dollars (all orders, quantity * price).
